Coaches

be reasonable in my demands on paddlers’ time, energy, and

operate within the rules and spirit of the sport and teach my paddlers to
do the same

ensure that the time paddlers spend with me is a positive experience.
All paddlers are deserving of equal attention and opportunities

avoid over racing the talented paddlers and understand thatthe
average paddlers need and deserve equal time

ensure that equipment and facilities meet safety standards and are
appropriate to the age and ability of all paddlers

display control, respect and professionalismto all involved with the
sport including opponents, officials, coaches, officials, administrators,
the media, parents and spectators. | will encourage my paddlers to do
the same.



show concern and caution toward sick and injured paddlers and follow
the advice of a physician when determining whether an injured paddler
is ready to recommence training or racing
